e How much is delivery?
UK delivery is included in the cost of the gift pack.
o Do you deliver internationally?

At the moment we do not deliver postal gifts internationally. However, email certificates are available for
all wild Gifts.

e How quickly can | expect my gift to be delivered?

Please allow up to 10 working days for delivery of UK Wild Gifts. Christmas delivery dates will be made clear
on the webpage at www.johnmuirtrust.org/wildgifts

e How will the gift be posted?

Gift packs will be posted by 2™ class Royal Mail within the UK. If your Adopt an Acre order includes a print,
this will be sent in a poster tube.

e How do | get a print or keyring with my order?

Adopt an Acre: If you adopt two or more acres on one mountain, you have the option of choosing either an
A3 print or a keyring of that mountain with your gift. Just tick the box on the order form. If you order 4 or
more acres, you can choose to have both a print and a keyring in your gift pack.

Plant a Tree: If you plant three or more trees in one woodland, you can add an illustrated A4 native tree
print to your gift pack.

e Can | order more than one gift, and send them to two different people?

For online orders you will be able to send gifts to different people within the same order, so long as the
locations (i.e. mountains, woodlands) are different.
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For offline orders, you can simply include a note of the additional gift details with your order form when
you send it back to us or email us.

About Adopt an Acre gifts

e How long does my Adopt an Acre adoption last?

Each Adopt an Acre gift represents a symbolic adoption of one acre of land for one year.

e Where will my Adopt an Acre donation go?

Your symbolic Adopt an Acre adoption will help to care for wild mountain landscapes, specifically:

Schiehallion

We work to improve the important upland habitats of Schiehallion, including heather moorland and bog,
which are home to threatened species such as black grouse. We're also working to restore native woodland
there, through planting and grazing control. We maintain the well-used path to prevent erosion and are
working to heal the damage caused by the previous path which had become a deep scar on the landscape.
Bla Bheinn

We maintain many miles of paths that criss-cross Skye, including the main route up Bla Bheinn. We are
gradually turning blocks of commercial Sitka spruce planting in this area into native broadleaf woodland,
felling the spruce and replacing it with native trees such as hazel, aspen and ash. We also carry out beach
cleans, litter picks and wildlife monitoring.

Ben Nevis

We work to manage visitor impact by maintaining the upper stretch of the Ben Nevis summit path as well
as the Steall Gorge trail. We carry out regular wildlife and habitat surveys at Nevis to inform our ecological
restoration work. We collect litter in collaboration with local organisations such as Friends of Nevis. We are
also working to restore peatlands on Nevis.

Ladhar Bheinn

Li and Coire Dhorrcail comprises 1,255 hectares on the north-eastern slopes of Ladhar Bheinn. It lies in the
Knoydart National Scenic Area. Our long-term aim is to expand the native woodland and encourage the
return of native species to this special place.

e Will Il know where my specific acre/tree is?

Each Adopt an Acre gift represents a symbolic adoption of one acre of land. Each Plant a Tree gift
represents one tree planted. At the moment we cannot show where each acre or tree is specifically.

e Can | visit my acre/woodland?

You are welcome to visit the property, though as above we cannot show where each acre/tree is
specifically. Each Wild Gift includes a map of the property which includes information for visitors.
